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Cash Reserves are currently $2 million, on deposit earning 3% interest.  Outstanding debt is $3 million 

at 8% interest, with a $2.1 million balloon payoff in 2016.  The loan agreement prevents refinancing or prepayment 
due to a very large prepayment penalty.  

 

  

School income has declined with enrollment.  Borrowing against cash reserves to maintain school  

functions through the downturn is feasible in the short term, but enrollment recovery is necessary for long-term 
viability. 
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Enrollment

Enrollment trends were excellent through 2005, despite significant administrative 

turnover in the school.  Significant academic improvements completed since 2005, coupled with 
the promise of administrative stability, make it reasonable to believe that enrollment trends can re-
verse as the economy stabilizes and improves. 

Parent Surveys were completed in the spring of 2008.  Included in this report are the 

three areas to which our parents responded most positively, as well as the three areas our parents 
regard as needing improvement.  Complete survey results are available for interested parents.

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School-wide testing reveals 

scores well above average in all grade levels in  
2008-09.  Testing patterns over the past four 
years show gains both in school-wide average 
and with randomly selected students. 

Testing statistics must be  

examined in all three areas, individual year 
scores, school progress, and student  
progress.  Taken together, the results indicate 
efforts at improving academic performance and 
admissions standards are working and driving 
school improvements in scoring. 

Standardized testing is not a 

perfect measurement of school and student  
success.  However, it is one important tool in 
considering areas needing improvement and  
validating overall school performance, by  
providing WCS with comparisons to a much  
larger pool of students nationwide.
