Lunch Room News 

Dear Parents, 

I would like to provide you 

with a brief description of 
the WCS lunch program. 
The program is a POS 

(Point of Sale) System. 

Each student has a lunch 
account with a PIN 
(Personal Identification Number). When the account is set 
up you will receive a letter with this number. As lunches are 
purchased, the amount used is automatically deducted from 
the account. When the account reaches $15 or less, a notice 
will be sent through your childôs classroom for elementary 
students. All secondary students will receive the information 

verbally from the lunchroom employees.  

Payments 
Checks and cash are accepted, however checks are  
preferred. The suggested amount to set up your child's  
account is $100. You may send in your payment with your 
child through the classroom, or drop it off at either the  

elementary or secondary office. Please note your child's 
name on the memo section of the check.  

Payments are due Friday, August 19, 2011. 

If there is a zero balance in your child's account, the only 
item offered will be a peanut butter and jelly sandwich and 

water (charged to their account). 

Menu 
A monthly menu will be sent home through your child's 
classroom approximately one week prior to the new month 
or available on ParentsWeb. At least two different entree 

items will be offered daily. All items are sold a la carte. 

Lunch Ordering 
Early Childhood students will place their lunch order in the 
classroom each morning. Order forms are available in the 
classroom and parental assistance may be needed to  

complete the form. 

Kindergarten students will place their order in the classroom 
each morning except on Wednesday. On Wednesday  
students will go through the lunch line and make their  

selections. Students will enter their PIN at the register. 

First through twelfth grade students will go through the 
lunch line daily to make their selections. Students will enter 

their PIN at the register.

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Volunteerism 2011-12 

At Wellington Christian School, being involved in 

your studentôs life is encouraged and supported. To 

enhance academic excellence and continue school 

improvement, it is requested that each family volun-

teer at least 10 hours every school year.  

Each family is given a Volunteer Survey with their registration packet. 

Individuals that complete these surveys are mailed three additional forms 

to fill out and are required to read the volunteer handbook on the schoolôs 

website. Rules in the handbook address proper dress code, confidentiality 

and conduct. Forms include a local background check, an Attestation of 

Good Moral Character and an Information Form.  

The background check is sent to the Palm Beach County Sheriffôs  

Office for processing. This can take up to four weeks. WCS policy states 

that background screenings must be complete before volunteers may serve 

on our campus. Once the report is received, the new volunteer will be noti-

fied. Cleared names are forwarded to the Room Parent Coordinator who 

will notify the teachers.  

All volunteers are required to wear name badges while on  

campus. For active volunteers, permanent badges are made. Badges will 

be filed at the reception desks of the elementary and secondary offices. 

Volunteers are required to sign in and out at each visit. Badges are to be 

filed when the volunteer leaves. If a volunteer would like a permanent 

badge, please see either receptionist. For occasional volunteers, the green 

peel-and-stick badges are available.

August Lunch Menu 
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This is the second year WCS has used ParentsWeb as the con-
tent management system for the school. It is utilized for general 
school communications, student schedules, grades/homework, 
calendar of events, school directory, school newsletter, lunch 
menu, re-enrollment and student billing statements. Any miscel-
laneous charges that are not included in tuition payments will be 
billed separately here. Some examples of these fees are occa-
sional early morning or after-school care, sports and fine arts 
fees, or special field trips. An email notification will be sent 

when you have any charges due on your account. 

RenWeb has enhanced the security of the login feature and will 
look different than it did last year. Please read the steps care-
fully when logging on. Returning users may need to reset their 

passwords if unable to login.

Inclement Weather Dismissal Procedure 

The safety of students is the first priority of the Wellington Christian School staff. Taking students into 

an extremely rainy situation (with or without lightning present) is a situation in which caution is a  

must. This is particularly applicable at dismissal time each day. The administration will determine daily 

at 2:30 p.m. if the school will implement an inclement weather or rainy day dismissal plan. If lightning 

is constant, students will remain in place and dismissal will be delayed.  

There will be no change in procedure for early childhood. Students will be dismissed from their class-

rooms as usual. Parents must park in a regular parking space and walk to the classroom.  

Inclement Weather Dismissal is implemented when there is lightning, unusually heavy rain,  

or flooding. Expect significant delays. Students will be held at designated locations and a teacher or teacher assistant will stand in 

the doorway to receive runners who will indicate which students have parents waiting in the car line. During inclement weather  

dismissal, no students will be released to go and meet their siblings. Parents are to pick up their student(s) at the location  

specific to their grade.  

For their own safety and convenience, parents are encouraged to remain in their vehicle and allow the school staff to bring students 

to them.  

Rainy Day Dismissal is implemented when there is a steady rain at dismissal time but no heavy rain, flooding, or lightning present. 

Faculty members will utilize umbrellas and assist students to their pickup location. Delays should be minimal. 

We ask for your patience during these unusual circumstances.  

Parent Alert 
The Parent Alert is a voice/text communication system that will 

be utilized at times for information about school-wide lock-
down, school closures due to extreme weather, change in  

athletic schedules, or other important information. We are  
confident this will enhance our overall school communications.  
 

Family Information  
Please verify your family information is current and correct in 

ParentsWeb. Please log in, click School Information, Web Forms, 

Family Demographic Form and make any necessary changes or 

additions. The update will be emailed to the admissions office.
