Welcome back! As we begin the year, I want 
to introduce you to some of the changes in 
technology available to the teachers and in 
use school-wide. Much is new: RenWeb, 
smart classrooms, improved internet access, 
and a commitment to expanding technology 
school-wide. I hope you will see the positive 
impact on our education and  
communication. 
 

RenWeb will be the most visible technology upgrade for parents. It 
provides an incredible range of school management and  
communication possibilities, from classroom matters like grades, 
schedules, and attendance, to financial records, reenrollment, new 
family inquiries, teacher web-sites, lunch ordering, and more. While 
RenWeb is incredibly capable, it is very important to me that what 
we use, we use well. What that means is that you will see us slowly 
putting more and more of RenWeb to work, rather than trying to 
start everything all at once. You should immediately find it to be a 
resource for course grades, homework assignments, school  
communication, and calendars. As the year continues, more will be 
utilized, keeping pace with our ability to implement the system 
well. 
 

WCS students will also see new technology in use at school as we 
add twenty new smart classrooms. The technology is new for most 
WCS faculty and there will be a learning process of introducing 
electronic content to the existing curriculum. However, the smart 
classrooms allow us to make use of the vast resources of Internet 
and educational software in the classroom. I am excited to see the 
smart classrooms in use. 
 

WCS will complete the upgrade of the smart classroom technology 
over the next year. The following three years will bring less visible 
improvements as the infrastructure of the school is improved,  
allowing the school to handle the volume of electronic data  
necessary to become a fully wireless school. When this is complete, 
WCS will be prepared to have individual students using computers 
in the classroom, whether they use student laptops, tablet PCs like 
the iPad, or some better alternatives that arrive in coming years.  
 

WCS students need to be equipped for the increasingly electronic 
world of college and career. Technology should not be educating 
students, but technology can provide an incredible tool to help  
improve a studentõs education. I am committed to putting  
technology to work for your students; I know it will help build a 
stronger WCS education.
