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School Calendar Dear Parents, 
 
I have two important pieces of news. First, we completed our 
on-site accreditation visit in mid-November. The results will 
not be finalized until the Christian Schools of Florida (CSF) 
meeting in February. However, there were few surprises, and I 
look forward to accreditation renewal in February. While we 
wait for an official report, I want to share one big positive with 
you. The team was very impressed with their observations of 
the schoolõs teachers, classrooms, and students. I suspect the 
visiting team expected to find difficulties at the classroom level, 
due to the administrative turnover in recent years.  Instead, the 
team made it a special point to remark on the teachersõ skill and efforts despite the 
challenges resulting from leadership turnover. The teamõs experience parallels my 
own observations; Wellington Christian School has an excellent staff, and you should 
be proud of them and the work they do.   
 
The second topic anticipates a coming report from the school board and me. You 
have not received an annual report in the past; the school simply has not produced 
one. This will change. The first annual report will come out in the spring. However, I 
know the well-publicized financial difficulties of another area school have raised 
questions for many of you regarding the health of Wellington Christian School. Let 
me anticipate the annual report and say that while WCS certainly has challenges to 
meet, the school is healthy and at no short-term financial risk. Like most of you, the 
school has been affected by the economic downturn.  Enrollment needs to be rebuilt 
going forward, for more than just financial reasons. However, the schoolõs debt level 
is reasonable, there is significant cash on hand following the property sale, and all  
financial obligations are being met on time.   
   
The short of both of these stories is that this is a healthy school.  There is certainly 
work to be done, but I am encouraged and confident as WCS moves forward with 
Godõs help to build on its strong foundation. I am committed to school improvement 
and continuous progress, and I see a similar commitment in the schoolõs leadership, 
faculty, staff, and parents.
