The 
first thanks must go to the 
volunteer committee of Lynn 
Kelly, Paige Dillistin, and 
Christine Palmer, who did an 
extraordinary job of planning 
and coordinating the auction over the course of 
more than a year. They were assisted by many  
parent volunteers in numerous ways such as  
collecting donations, seeking advertising, and  
promoting the auction. I want to also mention  
Tiffany and George Green and Sandi Quigley.  
Tiffany and George developed the auction website 
for the second year in a row, and Sandi helped with 
the design and publication work on the invitations, 
programs, and various other pieces used for the 
auction. Lastly, thanks to the enormous group of 
parents who shared the final steps of gathering the 
items into baskets, setting up the auction facility, 
and just ensuring that all of the little details were 
taken care of. Thank you to all of our volunteers! 
 

There are three big pieces of news that resulted 
from all of this hard work. First, the event itself was 
just a great, fun time for everyone. I heard nothing 
but positive comments about the evening itself. 
Second, fitting into a long term goal of the auction, 
an estimated 95% of the donated items came from 
area companies instead of parent contributions. 
Finally, proceeds increased over 70% from last year, 
to almost $40,000. This includes $11,000 in direct 
gifts to promote the arts and athletics at Wellington 
Christian School.

French IV Honors Survey Results 
Carol Brazeau, French Teacher 
 
The intent of the French IV survey was to compare the findings of our 
WCS students to those of French students whose survey was studied in 
class. Ninety-one WCS high school students responded to questions  
regarding how informed they were about current events and their technol-
ogy use. The results were an òeye openerõsó, as one student noted.  
 
We noticed that 78% of the students believe that it is important to be  
informed about   current events. However, 64% of the students do not 
read the newspaper, and 84% of the students who listen to the radio only 
listen to music. Regarding television, 40% of the students watch television 
seven days a week; 30% of those students, though, spend one hour or less 
watching television.  
 
Students also spend one hour or less a day on the computer for  
communication or information. It appears that the most popular mode of 
communication is texting. The results show that 33% of the students send 
more than 100 texts a day. When it comes to genuine family time at the 
dinner table, 25% eat with their families seven nights a week.
