It started out as a normal Tuesday as I went through my usual 
morning duties at WCS. I sat for lunch with several teachers, 
including Mrs. Grace and Mrs. Cohen. Then the phone rang 
and my husband said that I must get in my car immediately 
and go to Dade County. His concerned voice was clear, 
òLydia (our 22 year old daughter) is very ill. You need to come 
to St. Thomas University now.ó(Where Lydia is in law school.) 
 
I was not quite sure what was going on, but committed my 
way to the Lord as I drove. When I arrived at the university, I 
knew that Lydia needed medical attention and promptly drove 
her to the nearest walk-in clinic. The doctor quickly concluded 
that Lydia needed an ambulance to transport her to the  
nearest hospital. 
 
Here we were in the middle of a very unfamiliar horizon in 
Dade County, 70 miles from WCS, and in the middle of the 
Golden Glades interchange area where several highways are 
stacked on top of each other. The ambulance driver informed 
me that I wouldnõt be able to follow the ambulance to the 
hospital due to the heavy traffic and safety concerns. 
 
I walked to my car knowing that I would have to find Jackson 
Memorial Hospital North on my own! Then, even before I 
could pray, I looked in my rear view mirror and saw a familiar 
face. It was Dawn Wilson-Cooney, mother of Christian 
Cooney, a student in Mrs. Gayosoõs fourth grade class. She 
was working with the emergency team assisting Lydia. She  
recognized me and generously offered to help escort me to 
the hospital so that I would not be separated from Lydia.  
Ms. Wilson-Cooney safely escorted me to Jackson Memorial 
North, led me to where my daughter was, and even offered to 
come back to escort us back out if we needed it later. God 
provided for us even before we asked! 
 
Our family spent that night at the hospital and Lydia is  
continuing to heal from kidney stones. The faithfulness of 
God was real in this situation, reminding me to always trust 
Him when in need! 

Scrips

Last school year WCS launched the Great Lakes Scrip Center 
Program (GLSC). This program is designed to help each 
family pay towards their tuition expenses. 
 
Unlike other fundraising programs, Scrip does not involve 
any selling. Families need only shop at the same retailers they 
do today and pay with a gift card instead of cash, checks or 
credit cards. Each gift card has an associated rebate which 
accumulates toward off-setting your tuition. 
 
GLSC has over 275 retailers to choose from including  
Wal-Mart/Samõs Club, Applebeeõs, JCPenney, and Home 
Depot. They also offer American Express and Visa Gift 
cards allowing your family to shop at thousands of  
additional retailers like Target, Costco, and Nordstromõs. A 
complete retailer list is available at ShopWithScrip.com. 
 
GLSC offers several on-line tools that enable our scrip  
program to become very successful: 

ShopWithScrip.com ð Families can order on-line 
anytime without any paper order forms. You can 
also completely manage your scrip program from 
any internet connected computer. 

PrestoPay ð Families can pay on-line when they  
      order. No need to make a special trip to drop off 

a check. 
Re-Load Gift Cards ð This allows families to  
      re-load a gift card at any time and the rebate goes 

right back to your account. 
 
Note: There is a small administrative fee of $10 per family 
this school year. This fee will be due upon picking up your 
first order. This fee will assist WCS in covering the shipping 
costs of the gift cards. WCS does not make any money on 
this program. It was approved only as an off-set of your  
tuition costs.

Wellington Christian School as the non-profit  
organization.

To keep manpower down, this will be the only 
accepted payment method for Wellington  
Christian School. There is a minimal convenience 
fee of $.39 per Easy Pay transaction. 

WCS will process the òbatchedó orders every  
      Tuesday, for delivery every Thursday. 
Gift Card orders will be available for pick-up on  
      Friday from the main school receptionist located 

in the secondary building. 
Family credits will be posted to tuition accounts twice 

a year (January & April).
